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As a committee we have been pleased by the reduced level of complaints we have 
received around the conduct of some of the teams in the league.

Under our constitution there are several steps that we as a committee can and eventually 
will take against persistent offenders or teams, these are listed below:

1.2 Persistent foul play or intimidating behaviour on the court of play will be dealt 
with in one or more of the following ways :

i) a warning will be issued by the umpire
ii) the player will be suspended from play, by the umpire, for an 

appropriate period of time
iii) the player will be sent off by the umpire
iv) the player will be suspended by the League Committee for one or 

more matches
v) the player may be suspended indefinitely by the League Committee
